Béhem obdobi 1790-1840 existoval nepatrny pokrok v prumérném
materidlnim méfitku. Béhem tohoto obdobi se zintensivnilo vykofistovani, stoupla nejistota a zvysila se lidska bida. Od roku 1840 byla vétSina lidi ,,St’astnéjsi*
nez jejich predchtdci pfed padesati lety, lidé v3ak i pfes tento nepatrny pokrok nepfestavali trpét, Zili v katastrofalni Zivotni situaci.
